THE JUDGES



The judging process for the Crafts Council of Ireland Craftsmanship Award will involve the independent jury visiting applicant’s stands at Showcase on Sunday 22nd January and assessing each applicant’s range of work. The panel will then meet and the award will be made to the applicant whom the panel agrees best represents the criteria outlined below.

Crafts Council of Ireland Required Standard

What are the criteria used by the judges for the Craftsmanship Award?
Essentially the Crafts Council has a responsibility to ensure that any product it endorses is of the highest professional standard. It also has, within the context of the above, a responsibility to encourage and promote work that is original/innovative. In other words, its task is to promote the ‘cutting edge’ of creative development in the crafts that, in a cultural sense, give Ireland its uniqueness of identity and creativity. 

Accordingly, work being assessed is not simply evaluated for its own individual worth or competence, but is judged against the highest standard available.  
Original/Innovative, by definition of this award, means that the work is novel, inventive, exhibiting newness and freshness, and is not derivative or imitative. By its very nature therefore, such work will be contemporary; exhibiting an awareness of ideas, processes and use of materials currently demonstrated within the discipline. 

In the case of those engaged in Heritage Crafts - products which rely solely for a creative impetus from historical designs or patterns - the panel of experts would also be looking for a fresh translation or reworking of an original design, and not merely a repetition of what already exists (irrespective of exhibiting a proficiency in making skills).

The panel will award one piece by the winning craftsperson – however, they will take into consideration the overall skill, craftsmanship, quality and finish of all of the products displayed by the winning exhibitor.  All product exhibited by the award winner must display a consistent level of quality and craftsmanship.

Selectors will visit the stands of all eligible applicants.  They are not obliged to make themselves known to exhibitors – however, they may ask questions to enable them to assess the process by which pieces are made, the time a piece takes to complete or other pertinent information.  Please note – lobbying selectors will result in immediate disqualification from the award.

The judge’s decision is final.

The winner will be presented with a certificate during Showcase 2012.
